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4. NOMENCLATURE AND FUNCTIONS

Focus ring knob
Use this knob to adjust focus ring.

CS mount
Screw the lens into the CS mount
of the camera.

Lens cable

Connects to the camera output connector for lens
after the lens is mounted to the camera.

5. MOUNTING TO CAMERA

Step 1. Screw the lens into the CS mount of the camera.

Step 2. After a few rotation, the lens is put in the slippery
condition, but keep on turning the lens clockwise till it
comes to a stop.

Step 3. At this point, as the lens can be rotated 330°
counterclockwise, adjust the lens cable bushing to the
left position of the camera as shown above.

6. FOCUS ADJUSTMENT

Loosen the focus ring knob, then focus the camera on the object
by turning the focus ring. The object that was brought into focus
in bright locations could be out of focus in dark conditions. It is
recommended to focus the camera on the object in dark
conditions or using a commercially available ND filter. For the
camera equipped with the adjustment switch, set it to "ON"
position before focusing.
